Court also makes the parties aware that the court is considering
a downward variance because of the disparity in Defendant’s sentence and the sentences the Court
has given other Defendants for similar money crime convictions.  Parties may address the variance
issue by 11/26/07 by 12:00 p.m.  Government questions if the Court would entertain an upward
departure.  Court does not think an upward departure is warranted and is not allowing argument on
such.
